Statement of Faith
A. We believe the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative, inerrant Word of God (II Timothy 3:16; II Peter 1:21).

B. We believe there is one God, eternally existent in three persons—Father, Son and Holy Spirit (Genesis 1:1; Matthew 28:19; John 10:30).

C. We believe in the deity of Jesus Christ (John 10:33); His virgin birth (Isaiah 7:14; Matthew 1:23; Luke 1:35); His sinless life (Hebrews 4:15, 7:26); His miracles (John 2:11); His vicarious and atoning death  (I Corinthians 15:4); His ascension to the right hand of the Father (Mark 16:19); His personal return in power and glory (Acts 1:11; Revelation 19:11).

D. We believe in the absolute necessity of regeneration by the Holy Spirit for salvation because of the exceeding sinfulness of human nature, and that men are justified on the single ground of faith in the shed blood of Jesus Christ and that only by God’s grace and through faith alone we are saved (John 3:16-19, 5:24;Romans 3:23, 5:8-9; Ephesians 2:8-10; Titus3: 5).

E. We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; they that are saved unto the resurrection of life, and they that are lost unto the resurrection of damnation (John 5:28-29)

F. We believe in the spiritual unity of believer in our Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 8:9; I Corinthians 12:12-13;Galations3: 26-28).

G. We believe in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit by whose indwelling, the Christian is enabled to live a godly life (Romans 8: 13-14; I Corinthians 3:16, 6: 19-20; Ephesians 4:30, 5:18).
Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality
A.  We believe that God wonderfully and immutably creates each person as male or female.  These two distinct, complementary genders together reflect the image and nature of God. (Gen 1:26 - 27)  Rejection of one's biological sex is a rejection of the image of God within that person.

B.  We believe that the term "marriage" has only one meaning: the uniting of one man and one woman in a single, exclusive union, as delineated in Scripture. (Gen 2:18-25)  We believe that God intends sexual intimacy to occur only between a man and a woman who are married to each other. (1 Cor 6:18; 7:2-5;Heb 13:4)  We believe that God has commanded that no intimate sexual activity be engaged in outside of a marriage between a man and a woman.

C.  We believe that any form of sexual immorality (including adultery, fornication, homosexual behavior, bisexual conduct, bestiality, incest, and use of pornography) is sinful and offensive to God. (Matt 15:18-20; 1 Cor 6:9-10)

D.  We believe that in order to preserve the function and integrity of Lafayette Christian School as a representation of the Body of Christ, and to provide a biblical role model to the Lafayette Christian School members and community, it is imperative that all persons employed by Lafayette Christian School in any capacity, or who serve as volunteers, agree to an abide by this Statement on Marriage, Gender, and Sexuality.  (Matt 5:16; Phil 2:14-16; 1 Thess 5:22)

E.  We believe that God offers redemption and restoration to all who confess and forsake their sin, seeking His mercy and forgiveness through Jesus Christ.  (Acts 3:19-21; Rom 10:9-10; 1 Cor 6:9-11)

F.  We believe that every person must be afforded compassion, love, kindness, respect, and dignity.  (Mark 12:28-31; Luke 6:31) Hateful and harassing behavior or attitudes directed toward any individual are to be repudiated and are not in accord with Scripture nor the doctrines of Lafayette Christian School.
Statements on the Final Authority for Matters of Belief and Conduct
A.  All our staff members are Christians, active in their local churches.  All students and their families are expected to be active in their local churches.

B.  The Statement of Faith and Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality are fundamental to basic Christian tenets and contain doctrines to which we unreservedly adhere and teach.  These truths are non-negotiable.

C.  We do not teach adherence to specific denominational doctrines or practices, which are left to be taught in the homes and churches of our students.

D.  In honoring the desire concerning the purpose and outreach of the school, there shall be no attempt by student, teacher, or parent to promote denominational positions or  promote anything contrary to the Statement of Faith and Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality. We desire to remain united in the salvation and love of Christ, avoiding the dissension which may be caused by denominational distinctives. 

E.  The Statement of Faith and Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality do not exhaust the extent of our beliefs.  The Bible itself, as the inspired and infallible Word of God that speaks with final authority concerning truth, morality, and the proper conduct of mankind, is the sole and final source of all that we believe.  For purposes of Lafayette Christian School's faith, doctrine, practice, policy and discipline, our School Board, with wisdom from the Pastoral Council,  is the school's final interpretive authority on the Bible's meaning and application.
 We do not teach adherence to specific denominational doctrines or practices, which are left to be taught in the homes and churches of our students.   

In honoring the desire concerning the purpose and outreach of the school, there shall be no attempt by student, teacher, or parent to promote denominational positions.  We desire to remain united in the salvation and love of Christ, avoiding the dissension, which may be caused by denominational distinctives.
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Use of Statement of Faith
The Statement of Faith and Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality shall be given to every person prior to their being offered employment at LCS and to every parent considering enrolling at LCS. 

Persons shall only be employed at LCS if they are in complete agreement with the Statement of Faith and Statement on Marriage, Gender and Sexuality.   If a person changes their beliefs related to these Statements following their employment, they should seek a place of employment that is in harmony with their beliefs and practices.  They may be asked to leave the employ of the Lafayette Christian School.

ANNUAL COMMUNITY WORK DAY

LCS does only one major fundraising campaign, our Annual Community Work Day.  Students send out 20 support letters.  Families not participating in community work day by sending 20 letters per child will either donate $500 or be billed $500 after community work day.

MULTI-CHILD TUITION ASSISTANCE

To financially assist families that have multiple children enrolled at LCS, multi-child tuition assistance will be provided UPON REQUEST.  For funding and budgeting purposes families must fill out a simple form to receive this assistance. It will not automatically be calculated in the tuition. The multi-child tuition assistance is calculated as follows:  
**Pre-K through 12th Grade:  15% off for the second child; 40% off for the third child; 100% off for the fourth child and additional children.

**Early Learning Center – Infants through 3 year olds:  $10 off weekly second child; $10 off weekly third child.
NEED-BASED TUITION ASSISTANCE

Our board has the goal that no child from a deserving family will be denied admission for financial reasons.  This year over $225,000 of tuition assistance will be awarded!

Tuition assistance is confidential, objective, verified and done by a third party.  Forms and additional information about tuition assistance are available from the school website www.lafayettechristianschool.com 
The tuition set does not cover all the costs of operating the school and therefore we are dependent upon donations from those who can give tax-deductible donations.  Our teachers are the ones who make the greatest investment in our children by giving up approximately 50% of the salary they could earn in a government school or other position.

Frequently Asked Questions

How is the application used?

Lafayette Christian School has chosen to utilize an impartial third-party service to analyze the financial need of those families who apply for tuition assistance.  Financial Aid for School Tuition (FAST) will be the standard submission format for all applications.  The Tuition Assistance Committee of Lafayette Christian School will then utilize the analysis to aid them in making a fair decision on how to distribute the Tuition Assistance Funds.

How will this information be used to calculate tuition assistance?

Your tuition assistance application is computer-analyzed, objectively looking at your Income, Expenses (taking into consideration all basic living expenses) Assets, and Liabilities.  From this information FAST estimates how much your family can reasonably be expected to contribute to your child’s education.  The school then decides what to award based on an impartial analysis of all applicants and the amounts of aid available.  Special or extenuating circumstances should be communicated through your application.
Who will see my financial information?

The actual tuition assistance application is viewed only by the FAST processing center.  The school’s Tuition Assistance Committee will review the analysis results provided by FAST.
How long does the analysis take?

The online processing is instantaneous.

How much does the analysis cost?

The charge for the application is $38.00 and may be paid by credit card at the end of the application session.  
Who will make the final decision?

The Tuition Assistance Committee of Lafayette Christian School will prayerfully consider all requests for tuition assistance processed through FAST.  Due to limited funds, there is no guarantee that all processed applicants who qualify will receive the full amount of assistance recommended by FAST.
